Tournament office:
On Thursday, April 8 from 2.00 p.m. till 5.00 p.m. in the Courtyard by Marriott Plzeň hotel, from Friday till Monday on the premises of the Kooperativa Arena always from 7.30 a.m. till 9.00 p.m.

Participants:
35 teams from twelve countries
Fees:
Individual teams participate at their own expenses. The organizer covers the costs for rent of hockey pitches referees, medical service, marshals, prizes and commemorative items. The organizer also ensures, against payment, accommodation, boarding and transport between the hotels and venues of individual matches for the teams that have ordered such service from the organizer. The remaining part of payment for accommodation, boarding of the players and team officials will be covered by the representatives of individual teams on registration in the tournament office on Thursday. 
Official language:
Czech, English
Miscellaneous: 
The coaches and team managers are responsible for observance of the rules of good manners and sporting ethics. The team managers are also responsible for potential damages caused by teams on sports and accommodation premises provided by the organizer.

The duty of the players of all participating teams is to take part in the festive opening of the tournament in Dům kultury Plzeň at 7.00 p.m. on Thursday, April 8. The players should participate in uniform outfits (team suits). Tournament matches will be drawn in the festive evening.  


We ask the teams to arrive in time on Thursday in order to have their dinner before the festive opening! The teams for which boarding is ensured by the organizer will have their dinner in the Na Spilce restaurant between 5.30 and 6.30 p.m. 

The tournament will be terminated by the final match on Monday evening, April 12. 
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Technical Provisions
Regulation: 
The tournament will be played in accordance with the ice hockey rules, CSLH (Czech Ice Hockey Association) competition rules and in accordance with these provisions. Playing with body hitting and golf-type shooting is allowed.

Participating players: 
The players born in 1996 and younger. Presentation of a team list of players signed by the team manager and the coach and valid registration cards in case of the Czech teams and passports or other official identification documents certifying the year of birth of the player reliably in case of foreign teams is a necessary condition for participation. The above mentioned documents must be presented on registration of the team before opening of the tournament. Any team or player failing to comply with this condition will not be allowed to participate in the tournament!!! A team consists of not more than 22 players (20+2), the team staff consist of not more than 2 coaches and 1 team manager. All the players participate in the tournament at their own risk. The players must have a confirmation of insurance for ice hockey playing for the event of potential medical treatment (players from EU countries must be provided with insurance company cards). 
Registration:
Registration of individual teams will take place in the tournament office in the Courtyard by Marriott Plzeň hotel between 2.00 p.m. and 5.00 p.m. on Thursday, April 8, 2010. 

Technical meeting:
A technical meeting of the team managers will take place in Dům kultury (House of Culture) before the draw at 6.30 p.m. on Thursday, April 8. Participation of the representatives of all the teams is mandatory!

Tournament draw:
The tournament draw will take place in Dům kultury at 7.00 on Thursday, April 8 within the festive opening. Participation of all the participating teams is mandatory!!! The teams for which boarding and transport is ensured by the organizer will depart for the drawing by buses of the organizer directly from the dinner. The teams will then walk from the venue of the draw on their accommodation premises (approx. 8-10 minutes). 
Playing time:
All matches will be played for 3x15 minutes of net time without ice treatment. Breaks between individual periods: 3 minutes 

Referees:
Each match will be governed by three referees.
Penalties:
2, 5 and 10 minutes. 

Protests:
In writing within 15 minutes after the end of the match in the tournament office to the tournament director or the chairman of the organizational committee together with a fee of CZK 3,000 that is non-returnable if the protest is judged as unjustified.  

Shirts:
Each team should have two sets of shirts - light and dark ones - available. The team stated as the first in the tournament schedule shall wear light shirts, if not agreed upon otherwise with the opponent. 
Individual prizes:
The most productive player of the tournament - according to the points obtained for scored goals and the first assistances. 
The best goalie of the tournament – will be announced by the directorate of the tournament. A gaolie should play at least half of the playing time of his time in order to qualify for the competition for the best goalie.
Awards:
The winner of the tournament

All teams: Diplomas
Dressing rooms:
Only the players and the members of the team staff are allowed to enter the dressing rooms. The managers of individual teams are responsible for keeping cleanness in the dressing rooms. The organizer of the tournament bears no responsibility for valuable property left in the dressing rooms. 
PLAYING SYSTEM


Each team will play 8 matches in the tournament, two matches on each day. 

Qualifying groups:
Individual teams will be drawn in 7 qualifying groups A, B, C, D, E, F, G by 5 participants. Each team will play against each on Friday and Saturday.  

The team managers will receive a precise schedule of matches immediately after the draw on Thursday, April 8.  


The first matches will start at 8.00 a.m. on Friday. All teams should be ready - in dependence upon the results of the draw - to appear in time for their first matches. 
Ranking system:
The winner of a match obtains 2 points; both teams obtain 1 point in case of a draw. The following criteria are decisive for determination of group standings:

1. Higher number of obtained points
2. Result of the mutual match
3. Difference in goals scored and received 
4. Higher number of scored goals
5. If case of three and more teams with equal indicators, a reduced table will be created and the indicators 1, 3 and 4 as above applied. 

6. Lower number of penalty minutes
7. Draw


Promotion:
The 1st and 2nd teams in the group standings will qualify for the eight finals play offs. The two best teams of those on the third positions in the groups will be added to these 14 teams. The following criteria will be decisive for qualifying:

1. Higher number of obtained points
2. Difference in goals scored and received
3. Higher number of scored goals
4. Lower number of penalty minutes
5. Higher aggregate of points of all the teams which were beaten by the team in the group (if the team tied with them, a half of the number of points of that team will be taken) 
6. Draw

The remaining teams from the third positions in the groups, all teams from the 4th positions and four best teams from the 5th positions in the groups (the criteria as above will be decisive) will qualify for matches for the ranks 17 to 32. 


The three teams from the last positions in the groups with the worst criteria as listed above will play two rounds each against each for the ranks 33 to 35. The same criteria like for qualifying groups will be decisive for the standings.   

Play offs:
The play off matches will be played on Sunday and Monday. 2 x 16 teams will qualify for play offs (for the ranks 1 to 16 and for the ranks 17 to 32). Each team will play always two matches on Sunday and on Monday. In case of a draw after regular playing time, an extra time – 3 minutes of net time while playing 4 players against 4 will follow. A match is terminated immediately after scoring a goal. If any goal is not scored in extra time, series of three penalty shots follow. If draw still continues after these series, individual penalty shots continue until the match is decided. 
Final match:
It will take place in Kooperativa Arena in Plzeň at 7.10 p.m. on Monday.
